SN is the class teacher

Oz – Yes

SN – Thankyou. Does anyone else think something different or would you like to add to what someone else has said? Riad, what do you think? 
R – If she has the balloon she’ll be happy forever. 

SN – What happens to balloons, do they stay inflated forever? 

Some of the class – no 

L – Sometimes they shrink or get popped. 

SN  - So sometimes they pop or if they get old they shrink because the air comes out of them, then they don’t look like balloons anymore. If she loses the balloon, will she still be happy? 

The class answers some yes, some no. 

SN- Yes, no…someone tell me what they’re thinking. 

P- I think she’s going to stay happy. 

SN- Why do you think that she will stay happy? 

P- Erm, because it turned back to normal. 

SN- So everything is back to normal. Do you think that she’s happy doing her job that makes the world normal? Does she want to be in the clock tower? 

The class answers some yes, some no. 

SN- Why did she leave? 

T- Because she wanted to leave the tower

SN- Why does she want to leave the tower? 

T- Erm, because she wanted to touch the balloon.

SN- Is there any other reasons that she might want to leave the tower? 

D- Because she wants to find a new balloon. 

SN- Are there any other reasons? If you were her, why might you want to leave the tower? 

O- I would want to go outside, but I would want everything to be normal. 

SN- So do you think she will remain happy? 

O- No.
